• To fly: To move through the air in an aircraft. 

• Flight: A journey made by air. 

• To land: When an airplane touches the ground at the end of a journey. 

• Seatbelt: A strap used in a car or plane to keep you safe. 

• To borrow / To rent: To take something (like a car) and pay to use it for a short time. 

• Sat nav (GPS): A device that tells you which direction to drive. 

• Tourist: A person who is visiting a place for a holiday. 

• Souvenir: Something you buy to remember a holiday. 

        At the Holiday House 

• Holiday house: A house you stay in while on vacation (often called a "vacation rental"). 

• To relax: To rest and feel calm. 

• Swimming pool: An area filled with water for swimming. 

• To look after: To take care of someone or something (like a pet). 

• Chilly: A little bit cold. 

• The View: What you can see from a specific place (e.g., "The village is very pretty"). 

      Food & Shopping 

• Sightseeing: Visiting famous or interesting places in a town. 

• Café: A small restaurant where you can buy drinks and simple meals. 

• Postcard: A card with a picture that you send by post without an envelope. 

• Suitcase: A large bag used for carrying clothes when traveling. 

• Delicious / Yummy: When food tastes very good.
